Bakground

» Sweden Timber is a global timber-, pulp- and
paper supplier that operates two sawmills, two
planing mills, a pulp and paper mill, a pulp mill
and a production facility for the production of
wood composite granules.

* The company has a broad product portfolio of
sawn timber products including structural
timber, impregnated timber, exterior panels,
interior panels and solid wood floors as well as
paper, pulp, packaging products and wood
fibre composite granules.

+ Since its founding in 2014, the company has
grown through several acquisitions. Sales and
development of each unit's product offering is
always in focus.

» The company exports to +50 countries, with
approximately 80% of sales occurring outside
the Nordic region.

Makroekonomiska faktorer

Koncernens verksamhet inom pappers- och
traindustrin paverkas i hdg grad av
makroekonomiska forhallanden, sdsom ekonomiska
trender, inflation och rantor.

Med export till 6ver 50 lander och cirka 80% av
forsaljningen utanfér  Norden ar koncernen
exponerad for valutafluktuationer, sarskilt mellan
SEK, EUR, GBP och USD. Detta paverkar de
finansiella resultaten och kan gbra prognoser mer
osakra.

Intékterna fran pappersmassa, papper, travaror och
biokomposit paverkas av historiskt cykliska
prisnivaer, som i sin tur speglar den allmanna
ekonomiska utvecklingen och férandringar i
respektive branschs kapacitet. En
konjunkturnedgang kan fa effekter pa affarsvillkoren
genom lagre efterfragan, pressade priser och
minskade marginaler.

Ekonomisk osakerhet kan forsvaga
konsumentfortroendet, vilket leder till minskad privat
konsumtion och lagre efterfragan pa koncernens
produkter. Marknadsférhallanden inom byggsektorn
kan sarskilt paverka efterfragan pa sagade travaror,
medan foérpacknings- och papperssegmenten
riskerar fortsatt svag efterfragan pa grund av
bredare ekonomiska faktorer som inflation, rantor
och konjunkturavmattning.

Geopolitiska faktorer

Koncernens omfattande export till 6ver 50
lander innebar att verksamheten paverkas av
geopolitiska spanningar och konflikter.

Handelstvister, geopolitiska motsattningar och
forandrade regelverk pa viktiga marknader kan
paverka koncernens verksamhet och
leverantorskedjor.  Politisk instabilitet och
sanktioner kan stora internationella
handelsfloden, begransa tillgangen till vissa
marknader och forsvara inkop av ravaror.
Forandringar i handelspolitik, tullar och
exportrestriktioner kan leda till hogre kostnader
och forsamrad konkurrenskraft.

Den pagaende trenden mot nationalistiska och
anti-globalistiska  policies kan  dessutom
innebadra strangare granskontroller for bade
varor och manniskor, vilket kan drabba
koncernen med tanke pa dess omfattande
exportverksamhet.

Priser pa ravara och energi

Koncernens produktion ar beroende av timmer,
massaved och energi, dar kostnaderna varierar
kraftigt beroende pa utbud och efterfragan,
vaderforhallanden och makroekonomiska faktorer.

Stigande ravarupriser innebar kostnadsokningar
och mdjligheten att féra vidare dessa 6kningar till
kunder beror pa marknadslaget.

Langvarigt hdga kostnader for ravaror och energi
eller en oférmaga att kompensera for dessa
genom hogre priser kan fa en negativ paverkan
pa koncernens lénsamhet och kassaflode.

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Business risks

Geopolitical factors

Macroeconomic factors

The Group's operations in the paper and wood
industries are significantly affected by
macroeconomic conditions, including economic
trends, inflation, and interest rates.

With exports to over 50 countries and
approximately 80% of sales outside the Nordic
region, the Group faces significant exposure to
currency fluctuations, particularly between SEK,
EUR, GBP and USD, which have an impact on
financial results and make forecasting challenging.

The Group's revenues from pulp, paper, wood
products, and biocomposite operations are subject
to historically cyclical pricing reflecting general
economic conditions and industry capacity
changes. Macroeconomic ~ downturns may
materially affect business conditions, with pressure
on demand, prices and margins.

Economic uncertainty may weaken consumer
confidence, resulting in lower private consumption
and reduced demand for the Group's products.
Economic conditions in the construction sector
could adversely affect demand for sawmill products,
while packaging and paper segments may face
continued demand pressure from macroeconomic
factors.

Given the Group's export operations to over 50
countries, the Group's business is significantly
impacted by geopolitical tensions and conflicts.

Geopolitical tensions, trade disputes, and
regulatory changes in key markets may impact
the Group's operations and supply chains.
Political instability and sanctions regimes could
disrupt international trade flows, affect raw
material sourcing, and limit access to certain
markets. Changes in trade policies, tariffs, and
export restrictions may increase operational
costs and reduce competitiveness.

The trend towards nationalist anti-globalist
policies may continue, with more stringent
border checks on goods and people, which
could particularly affect the Group given its
significant export operations.

Prices of raw materials and energy

The Group's production operations are heavily
dependent on timber, pulpwood, and energy
inputs, with costs subject to significant volatility
due to supply-demand dynamics, weather
conditions, and macroeconomic factors.

Raw material price increases create cost
pressures, with the Group's ability to pass
through increases to customers dependent on
market conditions.

Sustained increases in raw material and energy
costs, or inability to pass through such
increases, could affect the Group's profitability
and cash flow generation.

Kvartalets 6kade omsattning jamfort med
motsvarande period féregaende ar forklaras i
huvudsak av forvarvet av Aspa Pulp.

Den relativt laga marginalen beror pa hogre
ravarupriser samt en svagare EUR- och
USD-kurs.

Viktiga handelser under Q4

Under kvartalet naddes kulmen av de
rekordhdga priserna pa ravarumarknaden
och i slutet av kvartalet sag vi sakta
sjunkande priser. Tillgangen pa framforallt
grantimmer var dock fortsatt begransad.

EU direktivet Avskogningsférordningen
(EUDR) borjar galla januari 2026.
Koncernen har tagit fram ett eget systemstod
for att uppfylla kraven pa ett
kostnadseffektivt satt.

Miljéinvesteringen pa Aspa Pulp har foljt
planen och inkoppling av anlaggningen
kommer ske pa det arliga underhallsstoppet i
oktober 2025.

Kvalificeringen mot elnatet av batteriparken i
Hyltebruk blev inte klar under kvartalet.

The quarter’s higher revenue compared with
the same period last year is mainly due to
the acquisition of Aspa Pulp.

The relatively low margin is due to high raw-
material prices and weaker EUR and USD
exchange rates.

Significant events during Q4

During the quarter, raw material prices
peaked at record levels, followed by a
gradual decline towards the end of the
period. The supply of spruce logs, however,
remained limited.

The EU Deforestation Regulation (EUDR)
will take effect in January 2026. The Group
has developed its own system support to
meet the requirements in a cost-efficient
manner.

The environmental investment at Aspa Pulp
has progressed according to plan, and the
facility will be connected during the annual
maintenance shutdown in October 2025.

The qualification of the battery park in
Hyltebruk for connection to the power grid
was not completed during the quarter.

Viktiga handelser efter Q4

P& ravarumarknaden ser vi en sakta forbattrad
balans. Inkdp av ravara till koncernen har gjorts till
lagre priser jamfort med tidigare kvartal 2025.

Givet marknadslaget for ravaror beslutade bolaget
att forlanga sommarens planerade underhallsstopp
vid ett av sagverken. Atgarden syftade till att sénka
kostnader och invanta lagre priser pa sagtimmer.
Under perioden prioriterades
foradlingsverksamheten, och leveranserna fortlopte
enligt plan.

Pa fardigvarumarknaden ar det fortsatt tuff
konkurrens.

Batteriparken i Hyltebruk &r nu kvalificerad mot
elnatet och i full drift.

Pa Hylte Paper startade en mindre brand i en av
de fyra pannorna. Handelsen fick stor
uppmarksamhet i media trots att ingen kom till
skada eller nagon produktion begransades. Varken
massa- eller papperstillverkningen paverkades da
branden var begransad och hanterades skyndsamt
av personalen.

P4 Wood Composite fortsatter den utdkade
produktionen och anlaggningen kors ftillsvidare i
tva-skift.

Pa Aspa Pulp planeras det arliga
underhallsstoppet i Oktober med en berdknad
kostnad omkring 50 MSEK, vilket kommer att
paverka det kommande kvartalets resultat.

Business and Market overview

Significant events after Q4

In the raw-materials market, we see a gradual
improvement in balance. Group purchases of raw
materials have been made at lower prices
compared with earlier quarters in 2025.

Given market conditions for raw materials, the
company decided to extend the planned summer
maintenance shutdown at one of the sawmills. The
measure aimed to reduce costs and wait for lower
sawlog prices. During the period, value-added
processing was prioritised, and deliveries
proceeded as planned.

Competition in the finished-goods market remains
intense.

The battery park in Hyltebruk is now grid-qualified
and fully operational.

At Hylte Paper, a small fire started in one of the
four boilers. The incident received significant
media attention, although no one was injured and
production was not curtailed. Neither pulp nor
paper production was affected, as the fire was
limited and quickly handled by staff.

At Wood Composite, the expanded production
continues, and the facility will, for the time being,
operate in two shifts.

At Aspa Pulp, the annual maintenance shutdown
is planned for October at an estimated cost of
about SEK 50 million, which will affect the next
quarter’s results.

Words from CEO

Under kvartalet fortsatte tyvarr konflikter runt om i
varlden  att  eskalera.  Omfoérhandlingar  av
handelsavtal och tullar skapade ytterligare osakerhet
kring forutsattningarna for den globala handeln och
konsumtionen.

Under kvartalet kvarstod marknadens svaga
efterfragan pa saval pappers-, massa- som
travaruprodukter. En sdsongsmassig hdjning av
travarupriserna slog dock igenom pa framférallt
exportmarknaderna. Var strategi att erbjuda
kunderna nischade, men fortfarande kommersiella
produkter har visat sig gynnsam i det radande
konjunkturlaget.

Den svenska kronan fortsatte starkas gentemot
koncernens storsta handelsvalutor EUR och USD.
Detta paverkar var konkurrenskraft pa den globala
marknaden.

Ravarupriserna pa skogsravara lag kvar pa rekordhéga
nivder men trenden med uppatgaende priser sag vi
plana ut och mot slutet av kvartalet gjordes affarer pa
lagre priser. Vi fortsatter att utveckla var strategi for
ravaruinkép som d&r koncernens i sarklass storsta
kostnad. Utifran bolagens gemensamma behov av
olika skogsravaror har vi tillsammans en béttre
position pa marknaden jamfort med nagra ar tillbaka
da koncernen hade mindre verksamhet.

Utover synergier kring ravaruinkép har integreringen
av Aspa Pulp fortsatt dar IT, forsaljning och inkop ar
nagra omraden som varit i fokus.

Hylte Paper har under Q4 fortsatt arbetet med att
bredda produktmixen som pa sikt kommer att ge
hogre l6nsamhet.

Var batteripark i Hyltebruk ar &ntligen kvalificerad
mot elnatet. Den langa handlaggningstiden gjorde att
intdkterna under det fjarde kvartalet uteblev, men
fran och med augusti ar anlaggningen fullt igdng och
har forbattrat var energistrategi.

Verksamhetsaret 2024/2025 som avslutats har varit
utmanande och samtidigt valdigt utvecklande for alla
bolagen. Genom att koncernen tillsammans har
fokuserat och arbetat hart med kostnadskontroll,
produktmix, strategi for inkdp och forsaljning samt
olika anpassningar till radande konjunktur ser vi
positivt pa framtiden.

During the quarter, conflicts around the world
unfortunately escalated. Renegotiations of trade
agreements and tariffs created additional uncertainty
for global trade and consumption.

Market demand for paper, pulp and sawn-wood
products remained weak. However, a seasonal
increase in sawn-wood prices was reflected mainly in
export markets. Our strategy of offering niche yet
commercial products has proved advantageous in the
current environment.

The Swedish krona continued to strengthen against
the Group’s main trading currencies, EUR and USD,
which affects our competitiveness in global markets.

Prices for forest raw materials remained at record
highs, but the upward trend levelled off and, toward
the end of the quarter, transactions were made at
lower prices. We continue to develop our sourcing
strategy for raw materials, which is by far the Group’s
largest cost. Given our companies’ combined needs
for different forest inputs, we are in a stronger
market position than a few years ago, when the
Group was smaller.

In addition to procurement synergies, the integration
of Aspa Pulp continued, with IT, sales and purchasing
as key focus areas.

At Hylte Paper, work continued in Q4 to broaden the
product mix, which over time will support higher
profitability.

Our battery park in Hyltebruk is now finally qualified
for grid connection. The long approval process meant
no revenue was recognised in the fourth quarter, but
as of August the facility is fully operational and has
strengthened our energy strategy.

The 2024/2025 financial year, now completed, has
been challenging yet highly developmental for all
companies. By focusing jointly on cost control,
product mix, procurement and sales strategies, and
adjustments to the economic cycle, the Group has a
positive outlook.
