A very good afternoon and a warm welcome to GFH Financial Group’s first half of 2025 results
presentation. My name is Bhaskar Mehta and am pleased to present you with the highlights of our
financial performance during this period.

For the first half of the year, the Group delivered strong financial results, making steady progress in
executing its strategic priorities and reinforcing the foundation for future growth. This performance
reflects the resilience of our diversified business model and our ability to generate sustainable
profitability.

In line with our commitment to delivering on our promises to shareholders and following the successful
achievement of our strategic and financial objectives, the board has resolved to recommend the
distribution of interim dividends as a testament to our dedication to creating sustained shareholder
value.

Let me begin by giving you a summary of our key financial highlights for the first half:

e We are pleased to report another period of positive performance with net profit attributable to

shareholders of ~USS67 million representing 10.7% YoY growth.

¢ Consolidated net profit for the six months was ~US$70 million, with an increase of 2.7% YoY.

e Rise in total income for the period by 7.5% to ~US$357 million.

e All the core business lines of the Group continued their contributions to the revenue and overall
growth.
