A very good afternoon and a warm welcome to GFH Financial Group’s nine months and third quarter of
2025 results presentation. My name is Bhaskar Mehta, and | am pleased to present you with the
highlights of our financial performance during this period.

Its been another quarter of meaningful progress and strong momentum. Our financial results show
growth across key metrics and validate our strategic direction. As we look ahead, our focus remains on
driving efficiency, unlocking new opportunities & delivering long term value for our stakeholders.

Our results for the first nine months of 2025 reflect our continued ability to deliver sustainable and
profitable growth, with shareholder profits rising by 15% to US$101.3million. Maintaining growth amid
challenging market conditions underscores the resilience and agility of our strategy. Our disciplined
execution and focus on extracting value from our assets continue to drive robust returns for our
shareholders while positioning the Group for long-term performance.

Let me begin by giving you a summary of our key financial highlights:

e We are pleased to report another period of positive performance with net profit attributable to
shareholders standing at US$101.3 million, representing a growth of ¢. 15.1% YoY.

e Consolidated net profit for the nine months is US$105 million, with an increase of c. 9.8%.

¢ Double digit growth in total income by c. 14.5% to US$557 million

e All the core business lines of the Group continued their contributions to the revenue and overall
growth.

¢ Inline with the business growth, total expenses have risen to US$287 million

e EPS recorded strong double-digit growth of ¢.16.5%, reaching US$2.83 cents for the period.

e The Group’s Assets and Funds under management continue to grow

e Stable liquid assets form 49% of total assets.

e Total equity attributable to shareholders increased from US$981 million at 31 December 2024 to
USS$1.04 billion at 30 September 2025.

Robust Capitalization, Liquidity and Funding Levels:

We remain well-capitalized, with our capital adequacy ratio at 17.06%, Liquidity coverage ratio at 142%
and Net Stable Funding ratio at 139%. The Group continues to maintain strong liquidity and all our
regulatory ratios are well-above the minimum regulatory thresholds.

For the nine-month period ended 30 September 2025, Khaleeji
Bank reported a net profit of US$21.3 million attributable to the Bank’s shareholders, compared to a net
profit of US$18.7 million in 2024, marking an increase of 13.8%. Total income of US$116.2 million was
recorded for the nine-month period, compared with US$96.1 million last year, up by c. 21%. Growth in
revenue is driven by income from financing contracts and enhancing asset quality.
