Business risks

Macroeconomic factors

The Group's operations in the paper and wood
industries are significantly affected by
macroeconomic conditions, including
economic trends, inflation, and interest rates.

With exports to over 50 countries and
approximately 80% of sales outside the Nordic
region, the Group faces significant exposure to
currency fluctuations, particularly between
SEK, EUR, GBP and USD, which have an
impact on financial results and make
forecasting challenging.

The Group's revenues from paper, wood
products, and biocomposite operations are
subject to historically cyclical pricing reflecting
general economic conditions and industry
capacity changes. Macroeconomic downturns
may materially affect business conditions, with
pressure on demand, prices and margins.

Economic uncertainty may weaken consumer
confidence, resulting in lower private
consumption and reduced demand for the
Group's products. Economic conditions in the
construction sector could adversely affect
demand for sawmill products, while packaging
and paper segments may face continued
demand pressure from macroeconomic
factors.

Geopolitical factors

Given the Group's export operations to
over 50 countries, the Group's business is
significantly impacted by geopolitical
tensions and conflicts.

Geopolitical tensions, trade disputes, and
regulatory changes in key markets may
impact the Group's operations and supply
chains. Political instability and sanctions
regimes could disrupt international trade
flows, affect raw material sourcing, and
limit access to certain markets. Changes in
trade policies, tariffs, and export restrictions
may increase operational costs and reduce
competitiveness.

The trend towards nationalist anti-globalist
policies may continue, with more stringent
border checks on goods and people, which
could particularly affect the Group given its
significant export operations.

Prices of raw materials and energy

The Group's production operations are
heavily dependent on timber, pulpwood,
and energy inputs, with costs subject to
significant volatility due to supply-demand
dynamics, weather conditions, and
macroeconomic factors.

Raw material price increases create cost
pressures, with the Group's ability to pass
through increases to customers dependent
on market conditions.

Significant events after Q1

On the raw materials market, we continue to see
a gradual improvement in the supply—demand
balance. Raw material purchases for the Group
have been made at lower prices compared with
earlier.

In the finished goods market for sawn timber,
paper and pulp, conditions remain relatively
tough. Work on our product mix and cost control
continues to be a key focus.

WoodComposite participated in a toy trade fair in
China and has another fair planned in Germany
at the beginning of the new year. We see
significant potential for our material within the toy
segment.

As part of our cost-control efforts, Group-wide
purchasing has been a focus.

Aspa completed a highly successful planned
maintenance shutdown, at a cost of more than
SEK 70 million. This is now supporting strong
production performance and has delivered
several improvements that reduce our production
costs, particularly through lower energy
consumption.

Our first quarter of the new financial year was
characterised by a continued imbalance between
raw material costs and selling prices, which is
resulting in profitability that remains too low.

Although we have succeeded in reducing our
purchase prices, this has not yet had a full impact
on earnings for the quarter. The effect is
expected to become visible later in the new year.

The global market has continued to be affected
by uncertainty regarding the outlook for global
trade and consumption. This contributes to
relatively weak demand for both paper products
and wood products. It is also concerning that we
still see no end to the war in Ukraine.

We continue to execute our strategy through
ongoing efforts to improve our product mix
across all business areas. The objective is to
offer customers niche, yet commercially
attractive, products that have proven favourable
in the current economic environment.

The Swedish krona continued to strengthen
against the Group’s most important trading
currencies, the EUR and USD. This negatively
affects the competitiveness of Swedish industry
in the global market.

Forest raw material is one of our most important
purchasing areas, and we continue to work on
our long-term strategy for raw material supply.
We see clear synergies from having several
industrial operations that enable us to utilise the
entire tree and convert it into a range of
environmentally friendly products.

In addition to synergies in raw material
procurement, the integration of Aspa Pulp
continued, with particular focus on IT, sales and
purchasing.

The investment programme at Aspabruk is
progressing according to plan. We look forward
to the facility being fully operational in the near
term, which will provide us with one of the most
modern plants of its kind in the world. At the
same time, it creates the conditions to take the
next step in the development of our already high-

quality pulp.

Aspa Pulp carried out its annual maintenance
shutdown in October, at a cost of SEK 70 million,
and the outcome was very successful. Several
improvements were implemented during the
shutdown, and we are now seeing increased
production and reduced energy consumption,
which provides a strong foundation going
forward.

As | write this, in the final days of the year,
central Sweden has just been hit by the storm
“‘Johannes”. It is still unclear to what extent the
storm has damaged forest areas and how this
may affect the raw materials market.

The quarter has therefore been characterised by
high raw material costs and an imbalanced
market, which means we are not satisfied with
the financial outcome.

At the same time, we are positive about the
outlook. With a stronger cost position and an
improved product mix, we expect profitability to
increase for the financial year as a whole.
